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Students Find a Love of Reading 


Through New Books and RTI





A new reading intervention program began this year targeting students who need support in reading.  The classes, labeled RTI, have fewer students and offer more individualized skill building.  Excited to help support these students, the MHS Library has partnered with teachers to (1) add reading level information to our fiction collection, (2) purchase books to add more choices for all reading levels, and (3) provide lessons to promote the enjoyment of reading and book selection skills such as “Speed Dating with the Books.”  


Many students have made gains in reading ability while for the first time finding books they enjoy reading.  One student tells of her experience saying, “I said I didn’t like mysteries but when [Mrs. Freeman] gave me the You Be the Jury Books, I really like reading now.”  Another student shares, “What helped me to become a better reader is talking about our books.  Reading during class whenever I have a good book, makes me want to spend more time reading.”  Many students commented that having a variety of books to choose from has made them more likely to read.  


The MHS Library is committed to providing the best selection possible to encourage struggling, reluctant and veracious readers to keep reading.   Because of a generous grant by the Dollar General Foundation, $865 in funding helped us to purchase even more high interest leveled books for teens this year.
